George Gerard Goulet was born on February 21, 1922 and passed away on
February 12, 2016 in Nashua, NH where he lived all of his life. He was the
twelfth of fourteen children of Octave Goulet, Sr., and Marie Anne Ouellet
Goulet. 

 

He attended Saint Francis Xavier Elementary School from 1928 - 1936 and
the “Little Seminary” of Saint Charles Borromeo in Sherbrooke Quebec,
Canada for three years.

During World War II George worked at IMPCO which was a defense plant at
the time. In 1945, he was selected to play minor league baseball for the
Philadelphia Phillies farm team. He was released after one year due to injury.

Paradis. They were married on May 4, 1946 in Nashua, NH. She was the love
of his life and they had been married for 52 years at the time of her death on
May 9, 1998. 

In 1949 George started the Goulet Printing Company Inc. at 2 Pearl St. in
Nashua, New Hampshire. He would be the owner / operator of this business
for more then 40 years. The business grew steadily and later moved to a
larger plant at 38 Tyler Street employing 17 people. 



George and Jeannette enjoyed playing cards and vacationing with friends and
family to Europe and Hawaii. George was also a Fourth Degree Knight of
Columbus and a communicant of Holy Infant Jesus Church for over 60 years. 

 

He is survived by four sons and daughters in law, Kenneth Rene Goulet, Gary
George Goulet and his wife Karen, Wayne Leonard Goulet and James
Bertrand Goulet and his wife Marcia. George is also survived by his
grandchildren, great grandchildren, three sisters in law and many nieces and
nephews.
