Many years later, he helped coach his own grandchildren in
baseball and basketball. Well into his 80s, John was watching both his sons
and grandchildren play sports. John was an avid Red Sox fan and enjoyed
sparring with any relative who liked the Yankees. Watching the Patriots on
Sundays with his family was another of his favorite pastimes. John enjoyed
summer vacations on Squam Lake and travelling with family to Disney World
and Cancun, Mexico, where he could always be found cruising the dessert



table. John was a dedicated family man, and his humor and sage advice will
be missed by all.

John is predeceased by all his siblings: Leonard, Lionel, George, Doris, and
Gloria and his grandson Tyler J. Lavoie. He is survived by his wife Elaine.
They celebrated their 65th year of marriage this past July. He is also survived
by his oldest son Paul “Lucky” Lavoie, his daughter Vicki Bacon, his son John
Lavoie and his wife Beth, and his son Jason Lavoie and his wife Denise.
