Many will remember him dressing as Santa Claus on
Christmas Eve and handing out gifts to the children. 

Bob’s booming bass voice, good humor, and sincere kindness will greatly be
missed. Bob had a deep and abiding testimony of his Savior Jesus Christ and



experienced the great change of heart this knowledge brings. He knew that
after death he would be reunited with those who had gone before him and that
families can be together forever.
