Andover as a starter. Being an avid golfer, this was his dream job which he
performed with humor and professionalism. His co workers and the members
at the Ridge became his second family. His employers have said that he made
Indian Ridge a better place because he had the innate ability to do the job
extremely well because he cared. As Bill would say, “That’s what | do”.

Bill will be missed by everyone and the mark he left on all who knew him will
live on forever.
